Takes Charge of Department’
as Temporary Successor
to Dr. Foulks.

D. A. R. RECORDS DEED

. FOR HISTORIC TRACT

Ground -Containing Original
District Boundary Marker
Is Taken Over.

Dr. W. Cldye West, who for sev-
eral years has been bacteriologist,
clinician, and city physician in the
health department, will assume
charge of the health department to-
day, on retirement of Dr. L. E.
Foulks, city health officer. The ap-

pointment of Dr. West is understood
to be temporary, pending selection
of a permanent health officer. He is
not a candidate for the position.

Dr. Foulks, whose resignation be-
came effective at the close of busi-
ness yesterday, will leave in a few
days for his home in New Egypt,
N. J., where he will engage in re-
search work on his own initiative.

The latter part of 1918, Dr.
Foulks was chief of the division of
food control and sanitary inspection
of the District of Columbia, and
January 1, 1919, was detailed to
Alexandria to make a sanitary sur-
vey of the city. This work, which
was under government control, was
completed June 30 of that year, and
July 1, 1919, Dr. Foulks was ap-
pointed city health officer, his princi-
pal work being to combat typhoid
fever and smallpox, which was then
prevalent here. The health depart-
ment, under Dr. Foulks, has succeed-
ed in ridding the city entirely of
these diseases, and Alexandria now
boasts of a health record second to
none in the State.

Upon completion of his seventh
year in the department, Dr. Fouks,
feeling that the work for which he
was appointed had been successfully
performed, tendered his resignation.

A deed conveying from the
United States to the Mount Vernon
chapter, Daughters of the Ameri-
can Revolution, a tract of ground
30 by 100 feet, on which the old
Jones Point lighthouse stands, in
the southeastern section of the city,
and which also contains one of the

foriginal stones marking the south-

ern boundary of the District of
Columbia, has just been recorded
in the office of the clerk of the
courts. This deed, as set forth in
the description, is authorized by
an act of Congress approved May
22, 1926, and is signed on behalf
of the United States by J. Walter
Drake, acting Secretary of Com-
merce. .

The property conveyed to the
Daughters by this deed was origi-
nally a part of the District of
Columbia. The original marker,
the location of which had been lost
sight of for many years, was locat-
ed through efforts of the District of
Columbia cl:pter. and when found
was buried 6 feet in the ground.
It was raised and inclosed by an
iron fence.

The tour southern boundary
stones of the District have been
restored by the Daughters of the
American Revolution, two of them
by the local chapter. These four
stones are located at Jones point,
on Russell road, at the entrance
to St. Paul’s cemetery, and on a
farm on King street extended,
formerly owned by Courtland H.
Smith.

The ground surrounding the
Jones Point marker will be cared
for and kept open to the public.
