Since 1992, the LII has provided free, easy access to federal law at
law.cornell.edu, the most widely accessed online resource for legal
information. With over 500,000 pages of bulk data reformatted
into readable and enriched text, supported by new technologies

to improve access and objective contextual analysis to facilitate
comprehension, the LII goes far beyond what official government
sources currently offer, resulting in a yearly average of 33 million
unique visits to the site from around the world.
