“Horse Tax” 

  

As many of you will be aware the Government is considering introducing a so called 

“Horse Tax” ostensibly to pay for the costs of managing and preventing equine             

diseases.  This will affect every horse or pony owner in the country. The original          

suggestion was that the tax would be £10.50 per head, but there is concern that this figure 

could well be as much as £100 per head. There is growing concern that these proposals 

would create a new layer of Government and will place an unfair burden on both the 

equine sector and taxpayers generally, with very little offered in return.  

   

This does of course raise welfare issues – some owners when faced with this expense may 

not be able to look after their ponies as well as before. 

  

If you feel strongly about this issue as many thousands of horse and pony owners do, now 

is the time to write to your MP (many of whom appear not to be aware of the proposals) at 

House of Commons, London. SW1A 0AA.  Better still, arrange to meet them to express 

your views.

Sellers are reminded that when selling a pony, 

the passport and a signed transfer form MUST be 

given to the new owner.  It is the new owners 

responsibility to pay for the change of ownership 

and to send the paperwork in to record the   

transfer.  Purchasers are also required to pay for 

the transfer fees of any ponies they purchase at     

Society sales.

Anyone wishing to sell foals at any of the Society’s 

autumn sales must submit their foal registrations no 

later than 4 weeks BEFORE the sale closing date.  

This will ensure that the office has enough time to 

process the registration, enter the details on the da-

tabase (so the Auctioneers can check the entries) 

and for the passport to be issued to the breeder in 

plenty time for travelling to the sale.

SOCIETY DATABASE 
 

Several members have requested that records 

of ponies which they no longer own, for which no 

transfers have been received, should be 

amended on the  database to reflect this.  Any-

one wishing this to be done should advise the 

office in writing of the full name and address 

details of the person to whom they sold/gave 

the pony. This  person will then be recorded as 

being the keeper of the pony.  
 

When the registered owner’s signature is unob-

tainable, the person in possession of the pony 

should send the passport to the  office and ad-

vise the office in writing that the pony is now in 

their keeping.  For a fee of £15.00, the data-

base and the passport will be updated to record 

that person as the keeper of the pony.   

 

In both cases the keeper is the person whom 

the office has been advised is in     possession of 

the pony, where no signed transfer form has 

been received.  
 

PLEASE NOTE  The keeper is not eligible to 

register any offspring of the pony or to apply 

for Voluntary Veterinary Examination or gelding 

registration.
