Guidelines for Our Churches for Liturgies 
 
 We strongly encourage people to wear a face

 We ask that you observe the seat markers. 
Members of the same household will be able to 
sit together.  

 You are asked to sanitise your hands on enter-
ing the church.  

 The collection basket will not be passed around 
during Mass. Instead, contributions to the parish 
collection may be given in a bucket provided in 
a designated place at the exit of the Church.  

 The distribution of Holy Communion will mean 
processing two metres apart to the altar and 
returning to your seat by a different aisle. 

 Holy Communion will only be distributed into the 
hand. 

 Please take home the newsletter that you have 
used during Mass.
